I ENG4U1 ENGLISH

written, and media texts in a variety of forms. An important focus will be on using academic language coherently and
confidently, selecting the reading strategies best suited to particular texts and particular purposes for reading, and
developing greater control in writing.

I HZT4U1 PHILOSOPHY

Questions and Theories This course enables students to acquire an understanding of the nature of philosophy and
philosophical reasoning skills and to develop and apply their knowledge and skills while exploring specialized branches
of philosophy (the course will cover at least three of the following branches: metaphysics, ethics, epistemology,
philosophy of science, social and political philosophy, aesthetics). Students will develop critical thinking and
philosophical reasoning skills as they formulate and evaluate arguments related to a variety of philosophical questions
and theories. They will also develop research and inquiry skills related to the study and practice of philosophy.

I CPWA4U1 CANADIAN AND INTERNATIONAL POLITICS

This course explores various perspectives on issues in Canadian and world politics. Students will explore political
decision making and ways in which individuals, stakeholder groups, and various institutions, including governments,
multinational corporations, and nongovernmental organizations, respond to and work to address domestic and
international issues. Students will apply the concepts of political thinking and the political inquiry process to
investigate issues, events, and developments of national and international political importance, and to develop and
communicate informed opinions about them.

I CGWA4U1 CANADIAN AND WORLD ISSUES: A GEOGRAPHIC ANALYSIS

This course examines the global challenges of creating a sustainable and equitable future, 12 focusing on current
issues that illustrate these challenges. Students will investigate a range of topics, including cultural, economic,
and geopolitical relationships, regional disparities in the ability to meet basic human needs, and protection of the
natural environment. Students will use geotechnologies and skills of geographic inquiry and analysis to develop and
communicate balanced opinions about the complex issues facing Canada and a world that is interdependent and
constantly changing.

I MHF4U1 ADVANCED FUNCTIONS

I SPH4uU1 PHYSICS

This course enables students to deepen their understanding of the concepts and theories of physics. Students will
explore further the laws of dynamics and energy transformations, and will investigate electrical, gravitational, and
magnetic fields; electromagnetic radiation; and the inter-face between energy and matter. They will further develop
inquiry skills, learning, for example, how the interpretation of experimental data can provide indirect evidence to
support the development of a scientific model. Students will also consider the impact on society and the environment
of technological applications of physics.

I SCH4U1 CHEMISTRY

This course enables students to deepen their understanding of chemistry through the study of organic chemistry,
energy changes and rates of reaction, chemical systems and equilibrium, electrochemistry, and atomic and
molecular structure. Students will further develop problem-solving and laboratory skills as they investigate chemical
processes, at the same time refining their ability to communicate scientific information. Emphasis will be placed on
the importance of chemistry in daily life, and on evaluating the impact of chemical technology on the environment.

I sBI4U1 BIOLOGY

This course provides students with the opportunity for in-depth study of the concepts and processes associated
with biological systems. Students will study theory and conduct investigations in the areas of metabolic processes,
molecular genetics, homeostasis, evolution, and population dynamics. Emphasis will be placed on achievement
of the detailed knowledge and refined skills needed for further study in various branches of the life sciences and
related fields.

Students will learn about the techniques and
strategies associated with marketing, distribution and managing international business effectively. This course
prepares students for postsecondary programs in business, including international business, marketing, and
management.

I BUSINESS LEADERSHIP: MANAGEMENT FUNDAMENTALS

This course focuses on the development of leadership skills used in managing a successful business. Students will
analyze the role of a leader in business, with a focus on decision making, management of group dynamics, workplace
stress and conflict, motivation of employees, and planning. Effective business communication skills, ethics, and
social responsibility are also emphasized.
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
